This closing will apply only to non-emergency City employees.  All emergency personnel positions 
will remain staffed.   
 
The City of Springfield is also encouraging private sector employers to take similar actions to maintain 
the highest level of public safety.  These actions will help the City’s Department of Public Works 
facilitate a more effective snow removal and help to minimize a potentially long, slow and dangerous 
morning and afternoon commute.
