In order to combine parcels, an ANR Plan (aka/Form A) needs to be completed. The steps to completing this process are as follows:

1. Contact a Registered Land Surveyor (many can be found in phone book) to complete the ANR Plan. (prices vary) 
2. Complete Form A (form can be found at http://www.springfieldcityhall.com/planning/139.0.html) 
3. Submit Form A along with two (2) mylar copies of the ANR plan, three (3) paper copies and a check for $75.00 (check made out to the City of Springfield) to the Office of Planning & Economic Development (70 Tapley Street, Springfield, MA). 

4. Plan needs to be approved by the Springfield Planning Board. (Planning Board meets on the 1st and 3rd Wednesday of the month)
5. Once approved, the plans will be signed and one (1) copy of the mylar will be returned. 
6. Mylar copy must then be filed with the Registry of Deeds and a new deed must be created to describe new parcel. (additional Registry fees will apply) 
7. Once deed has been changed, the Registry notifies the City Assessor’s office and the change will be made to the city records.
