Registration (must show a birth certificate) is FIRST COME, FIRST SERVED! Fees are: 
for a 4-week program - $35 per child ($10 for each additional child) and for a 6-week program - 

$50 per child ($10 for each additional child). Cash only. Please arrive early the day of 
registration as there are limited slots available at each program site. To enter Forest Park, you 
must pay an entrance fee of $3.00, unless you have a season pass. Parents who plan to 
register their children for the Forest Park Watershed Program, we suggest you buy a season 
pass ($13.00), rather than pay the daily admission fee.     
 
The following are our themes: 

Sports of All Sorts 

Site : Chestnut  Middle School 

Registration:   Thursday, May 10 th from 9 a.m. to 2 p.m., and evening – 5 p.m. to 7 p .m., 
the Recreation Office, Forest Park. 

The summer time is a chance for your child to enjoy outdoor activities. This enrichment 
program will allow your child to enjoy and learn different sports from bocce to volleyball; 
as well as, thrive in a supportive, creative environment. Responsibility, respect, 
leadership, sportsmanship and teamwork will be stressed through each week’s theme. 
Not only will your child learn individual, sport-oriented skills, but also, develop personally 
and socially, learning teamwork and building character while gaining life skills through 
sports. During the last week of the program paying tribute to this summer’s Olympics, 
youth will host their own North End Olympics for families and friends.  

Fitness & Nutrition 

Sites : Duggan & Kiley Middle Schools 

Registration :  Monday, May 7 th from 9 a.m. to 2 p.m., Kiley at Cyr Arena and Dugg an at 

the Recreation Office, Forest Park. There is no eve ning registration . 

Fitness & Nutrition will be the focus of this very popular and fun program. Designed to 
help children expand their knowledge of health and fitness, explore a variety of physical 
activities, nutritional awareness and to take area field trips. Get your child “in the zone” 
this summer and help them realize their potential for growth in spirit, mind and body.  

 

 



Watershed 

Site : Forest Park (located this summer at Porter Lake Skate House, Forest Park). 
Note: There is an entrance fee into the Park, $3.00 daily. If you do not have a season 
pass, we suggest buying one ($13) at the Visitor Center. 

Registration : Friday, May 11 th from 9 a.m. to 2 p.m., Cyr Arena, Forest Park. The re is no 
evening registration.  

Explore the eco-system of Springfield’s own environmental treasure, Forest Park, this 
summer with lots of hands-on activities. Everyone lives in a watershed and everything 
that happens in a watershed affects the overall quality of our environment and our lives. 
Your child will become a citizen scientist studying everything from water quality to the 
community of critters that live in the Park. Coupled with this fun learning, your child will 
be able to take advantage of the Park’s outdoor recreational activities from swimming to 
adventure nature walks. 

Nature 

Sites :  Homer, Lincoln and White Elementary Schools (White located this summer at 
Brunton School, Parker Street) – Please Note : These programs will run for four  
weeks from July 2 nd through July 27 th 

Registration : Tuesday, May 8 th from 9 a.m. to 2 p.m., and evening – 5 p.m. to 7 p .m., the 
Recreation Office, Forest Park 

Your child can explore the natural world in their own school environment; as well as, learn about 
what makes up a meadow, forest and pond habitat with local field trips. Children will learn to 
observe, research in fun “scientific ways” through music, puppet shows, artwork and nature 
books. They will learn about mammals, plants, insects and birds in both local and specialized 
habitats. At the end of this program, your child will be able to answer three big questions: What 
makes a meadow a meadow? What makes a forest a forest? What makes pond a pond? while 
discovering a new found respect for nature! 

Solar Power & Engineering 

Site :  Kennedy Middle School 

Registration : Thursday, May 10 th from 9 a.m. to 2 p.m., and evening – 5 p.m. to 7 p .m. at 
the Recreation Office, Forest Park. 

Discover how to convert sunlight into electricity, either directly using photovoltaics or 
indirectly using concentrated solar power with lenses or mirrors, and tracking systems to 
focus a large area of sunlight into a small beam. Find out how much fun engineering 
can be! Solve problems with other kids. Take raw materials and work in groups, 
brainstorm, design, build, test and re-design, and make your own imaginative items 
such as, new, exciting amusement park rides; or take an ordinary tool used daily and 



improve its design. Experience the excitement of using science and math to solve real 
world problems.  

Design-It  

Site :  Liberty Elementary ( Located at Pottenger Elementary, Carew Street) 

Registration:   Wednesday, May 9 th from 9 a.m. to 2 p.m., and evening - 5 p.m. to 7 p .m. at 
the Recreation Office, Forest Park and on-site at L iberty.  

Design It! – A series of projects to challenge children to build working models of small 
functional machines and toys. Each design project presents them with creative ways to 
solve engineering problems. Whatever the challenge, they will enjoy designing, thinking, 
creating and building innovative projects and learning how to ask thoughtful questions. 

Robotic Olympics 
Site : Van Sickle Middle School ( by invitation only) 
 
Registration : Thursday, May 10 th at Cyr Arena in Forest Park from 9 to 2 p.m., and 
evening hours at Cyr Arena from 5 to 7 p.m. In addi tion, a mandatory Open House will be 
held at Springfield College’s Fuller Arts Center on  May 14 th from 6 to 8 p.m. Space is 
limited for this exciting program 

 
This exciting and innovative Robotics Program will run from July 2nd – August 10th from 8 a.m. to 
4 p.m. and have an Olympic theme. Youth (ages 8 to 14 years old) enrolled in this program will 
also spend two weeks on the campus of Springfield College engaged in leadership training 
through the LACES Program. Participants will also be followed through the next school year. 
This program is a federally-funded 21st Century Community Learning Center expanded summer 
program open only to City youth who participated in Van Sickle’s summer program last year or 
who will attend a district school that has an afterschool program.
